The very first lines in Genesis speak about the Spirit hovering over the world.  Genesis is a form of the word ‘genetic’ which is derived from the Greek word of “birth and creation’. The call of CWL is beyond parish to provincial, country and world.  The Dove and the Olive Branch both represent Peace meant there was new land and new growth.  Green represents – Hope.
